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AN ACT relating to licensing. 1 

Be it enacted by the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky: 2 

Section 1.   KRS 323A.100 is amended to read as follows: 3 

(1) All landscape architects desiring to continue practice shall annually, prior to July 1, 4 

renew their licenses upon the payment of a fee and completion of approved 5 

continuing education as established by the board through the promulgation of 6 

administrative regulations. Each landscape architect shall furnish the information 7 

required by the board. 8 

(2) Each landscape architect shall give the board written notice of any change of 9 

address within thirty (30) days. 10 

(3) Licenses expire on July 1. Thereafter, persons[individuals] whose licenses have 11 

expired as a result of nonrenewal may not hold themselves out to be landscape 12 

architects or engage in the practice of landscape architecture. 13 

(4) The board may restore a license within five (5) years of last expiration, upon receipt 14 

of payment of all applicable fees, including a reinstatement fee, and completion of 15 

approved continuing education as established by the board through the 16 

promulgation of administrative regulations. 17 

(5) Beginning on January 1, 2015, any landscape architect who fails to maintain an 18 

active license for five (5) or more consecutive years or who does not hold a valid 19 

license described in KRS 323A.050 may restore his or her license only upon 20 

retaking and passing the current examination required by the board for licensure, 21 

and paying the reinstatement fee. 22
