WHEREAS, this honorable body rightfully congratulates the Trinity High School
basketball team on this day upon winning the Sweet Sixteen title, acknowledges the hard
work and many sacrifices made by Head Coach Mike Szabo and his coaching staff, and
commends the entire Trinity community for all they have done—on and off the basketball
court—to help these young men become champions;
