WHEREAS, Edward FitzGerald celebrated Noi becoming a naturalized citizen of 14 

the United States in September 2017; and 15 

WHEREAS, Edward FitzGerald retired due to the increased physical impacts of 16 

multiple sclerosis, a disease that took his mobility and much of his breath, but not his wit 17 

or wisdom; and 18 

WHEREAS, Edward FitzGerald, beloved husband and father, amazing brother, 19 

fascinating uncle, faithful friend, mentor, and stand-in parent to many Berea students, 20 

departed this earthly life for the next on October 21, 2017, leaving his family, his friends, 21 

and those he impacted in solemn mourning; and 22 

WHEREAS, Edward FitzGerald was preceded in death by his parents.  He is 23 

survived by his wife, Noi; his daughter and her husband, Marisa and Chad Aull; his son 24
