WHEREAS, Joe Mattingly, a devoted steward of God and a cherished husband and 13 

father, passed from this earthly life on January 20, 1999; and  14 

WHEREAS, Joe Mattingly would have been 100 years old on March 29, 2017, and 15 

it is appropriate that this honorable body commend him on this day for his many 16 

contributions to his family, his community, and his beloved country; 17
