Award; and

WHEREAS, Richard Chin was an active member of Ormsby Heights Baptist
Church; and

accomplishments on behalf of his constituents in Jefferson County, and he is
posthumously thanked for his years of service to our great Commonwealth; and

WHEREAS, Richard Chin was preceded in death by his wife, Lucille. He is
survived by his children, Sharon Thompson and her husband, Jack, Richard W. Chin and

his wife, Kristi, Doug P. Chin and his wife, Vicky, and Jason Chin; six grandchildren;
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eight great-grandchildren; sisters, Meyly Baratta Hagemann and Mollie Chin Cusick and
her husband, Eddie; and a host of other family members, friends, and loved ones who will
dearly miss his presence in their lives;
