Toamend and reenact R.S. 2:135.2 and 347, relative to provisions of Title 2 (Aeronautics)
of the Louisiana Revised Statutes of 1950 which are limited in applicability to
certain political subdivisionsor local areas based upon population classifications; to
specify applicability to one or more political subdivisions or loca areas; and to
provide for related matters.
Be it enacted by the Legidature of Louisiana
Section 1. R.S. 2:135.2 and 347 are hereby amended and reenacted to read as
follows:
8135.2. Distribution of sales tax revenue
When an airport islocated in more than one political subdivision, sales and
use tax revenues generated at the airport shall be distributed to each of the political
subdivisions based upon the acreage contained in each political subdivision in
relation to the total acreage of the airport. The provisions of this Section shall enty

apply only if the majority of the acreage of such airport is located within aparish

8347. At-large members

There shall beadded to the membership of theboard of commissionersof any
airport authority composed of all the territory in two parishes, which board consists
of seven members, two additional memberswho shall reside within the geographical
boundaries of the authority and who shall be appointed by the governor, subject to

confirmation by the Senate, to hold office at the pleasure of the appointing governor.
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The provisions of this Section shall not apply if either of the two parishesisapartsh

e Orleans Parish or

if the affected airport or air transportation facility is municipaly owned and

operated.
