CRIMINAL/PROCEDURE: Provides for the administration of the Innocence
Compensation Fund

AN ACT
To amend and reenact R.S. 15:572.8(N)(1) and to enact R.S. 15:572.8(R) and (S), relative
to compensation for wrongful conviction and imprisonment; to provide for the
administration of the Innocence Compensation Fund; to require reporting; and to
provide for related matters.
Be it enacted by the Legidature of Louisiana
Section 1. R.S. 15:572.8(N)(1) is hereby amended and reenacted and R.S.
15:572.8(R) and (S) are hereby enacted to read as follows:
§572.8. Compensation for wrongful conviction and imprisonment; petition process;
compensation; proof; assignment of powers and duties
* * *
N.(1) Thereis hereby established a specia fund in the state treasury to be
known as the I nnocence Compensation Fund, hereinafter referred to as the "fund".

The fund shall be administered by the L ouisiana Commission on Law Enforcement

and Administration of Criminal Justice. The source of monies for the fund shall be

appropriations, donations, grants, and other monieswhich may becomeavailablefor
the purposes of the fund. Any judgment rendered pursuant to this Section shall be
payable only from the fund established herein. No state agency, political
subdivision, constitutional office, nor employee thereof shall be liable for any

payment ordered pursuant to this Section.

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R. The Louisiana Commission on Law Enforcement and Administration of

Criminal Justice shall prepare a report annually for the prior calendar year and

submit it to the governor and legislature, on or before the first day of April,

commencing in 2013, including the number of awards and the total amount of funds

distributed in accordance with the provisions of this Section.

S. The Louisana Commission on Law Enforcement and Administration of

Criminal Justice, in accordance with the Administrative Procedure Act, shall adopt

al rules necessary to implement the provisions of this Section, including but not

limited to the following:

() The methods and procedures for applying for compensation from the

I nnocence Compensation Fund as authorized by this Section.

(2) The administration of the Innocence Compensation Fund.
