Section 1. R.S. 9:3561.1(A) is hereby amended and reenacted to read as follows:
§3561.1. License; examination; renewal fees; records

A. The initia application, survey, and license fee for a license to make

consumer loans shall be five hundred fifty dollars ane-shat-bepayabte-onty-by
cashier'scheck,certified-checkormoney-order payable in aform acceptable to the

commissioner when the application is filed. Such application, survey, and license

fee shall be nonrefundable. If the licenseis not issued for any reason, upon written
request of the applicant, the fee shall be applied to the submission of a new

application.

Section 2. ThisAct shall become effective upon signature by the governor or, if not
signed by the governor, upon expiration of thetimefor billsto becomelaw without signature

by the governor, as provided by Article I11, Section 18 of the Constitution of Louisiana. If
