WHEREAS, in 1995, Ms. WandaHuhn joined National KappaKappalota, Inc., and
hasworked faithfully and diligently since becoming amember; on the state level, Ms. Huhn
has served as Eta State treasurer, chair of several committees, and two terms as Eta State
