To amend and reenact the heading of Part V of Chapter 16 of Title 25 of the Louisiana

Revised Statutes of 1950, and R.S. 25:796, 797(A)(5) and (B), 798(1) and (3),

799(A)(1), (B), (C)(1)(b), (9). (1), and (k), (D)(2)(b), (F), (1), and (K)(2) and to repesl

R.S. 25:799(J)(3), relativeto the French Quarter-Marigny Historic AreaM anagement

District; to provide relative to the name, boundaries, purpose, powers, governance,

and funding of the district; to remove authority for special ad valorem tax and parcel

fee; to provide for the creation of subdistricts; and to provide for related matters.

Section 1. The heading of Part VV of Chapter 16 of Title 25 of the Louisiana Revised
Statutes of 1950, and R.S. 25:796, 797(A)(5) and (B), 798(1) and (3), 799(A)(1), (B),
(©)(2)(b), (9), (i), and (k), (D)(2)(b), (F), (1), and (K)(2) are hereby amended and reenacted
to read asfollows:

§796. Short title

This Part shall bereferred to as the "French Quarter—Marigry Historte-Atea
Management District."

8797. Findings; declaration of necessity; and purpose

A. Thelegidature finds that:

(5) Although the city of New Orleansincreased its funding of sanitation and
public safety servicesin the French Quarter aneHMarigny-Friangte-post-Katrina, the
city's resources are limited and must be divided city-wide among its many
neighborhoods destroyed by Hurricane Katrina. Therefore, to protect and improve

L ouisianas tourism industry and economy and to preserve public health, safety, and
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welfare, it is necessary and essentia for the state to assist in revitalizing New
Orleans flagging tourismindustry by creating and funding, subject to appropriations,
an historic area management district to respond to post-Katrina dynamics that is

composed of the state's most historic district, the French Quarter;-ane-asectton-of-its

B. Purpose. The purpose of the district shall be to strengthen the district as

a National Historic Landmark, a historic residential district, and a vital

component of Louisiana’stourism industry by investing and reinvesting public funds
in the district to aid in the preservation of the district's architecture, quaint charm,
and tout ensemble, to beautify its appearance, to improve public safety, to foster
quality experiences and quality of life within its boundaries, and to improve
commercia and residential vitality; thereby vastly increasing the quantity of the
district'slocal, national, and international visitors and full-time residents, aswell as
to protect and improve the tourism industry and to promote economic devel opment
throughout the state.
§798. Definitions

As used in this Part, unless the context requires otherwise, the following
terms shall have the following meaning:

(1) "Board" means the board of commissioners of the French Quarter -

Martgry-Historie-Area Management District.

§799. Creation of the French Quarter -Martgny-Histerte-Area Management District
A. Creation. (1) There is hereby created within the city of New Orleans a

body politic and corporate which shall be known as the French Quarter -Marigny

HisterieArea Management District. The district shall be a political subdivision of

the state, as defined in the Constitution of Louisiana, to exist until June 30, 2614

2021, unless such date is extended by law.

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B. Boundaries. Thedistrict shall be comprised of the area of the city of New
Orleanslying within the following boundaries: the Mississippi River, the center line
of Canal Street, the rear property line of the properties fronting on the lake side of

North Rampart Street, the rear property line of the properties fronting on the

downriver side of Esplanade Avenue;thetearproperty-tineof thepropertiesfronting

to the Mississippi River.

C. Governance. (1) The district shall be governed by a board of

commissioners consisting of thirteen members as follows:

(2) Notwithstanding any power or authority granted elsewhere in this Part,
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the board shall have no power or authority:

(b) Related to creating bond indebtedness, exercising eminent domain,
zoning, regulating historic preservation or land use, permitting, or prosecuting or
citing violations. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the board shall have the power and

authority to prosecute an adjudication and to cite violations if the governing

authority of the city of New Orleans del egates such power and authority to the board.

F. Funding. The board may apply for, contract for, receive, and expend for

its purposes any appropriation or grant from the state, its political subdivisions, the

federal government, or any other public or private source. Howevertheboarc-shat
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|. Subdistricts. (1) The district shall consist of four subdistricts: the

Vieux Carre, thelberville Corridor, the Treme, and the Faubourg Marigny.

(a) The Vieux Carre subdistrict shall be comprised of the area of the

district lyingwithin thefollowing boundaries: the Mississippi River, the center

line of Iberville Street, the center line of North Rampart Street, the center line

of Esplanade Avenueto the Mississippi River.

(b) Thelberville Corridor subdistrict shall be comprised of the area of

the district lying within the following boundaries: the Mississippi River, the

center line of Canal Street, the center line of North Rampart Street, the center

line of Iberville Street to the Mississippi River.

(c) TheTremesubdistrict shall be comprised of the area of the district
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lying within thefollowing boundaries: the center line of Canal Street, therear

property line of the properties fronting on the lake side of North Rampart

Street, therear property line of the propertiesfronting on the down river side

of Esplanade Avenue, thecenter lineof North Rampart Street tothecenter line

of Canal Strest.

(d) TheFaubourgM arigny subdistrict shall becomprised of thear ea of

the district lying within the following boundaries: the Mississippi River, the

center line of Esplanade Avenue, the center line of North Rampart Street, the

rear propertylineof thepropertiesfrontingon thedown river sideof Esplanade

Avenueto the Mississippi River.
