Section 1. R.S. 49:220.26 is hereby enacted to read as follows:

8220.26. Reserveinvestigators

A. Any person who has served as a full timeinvestigator for the office

of the state inspector general and who retired or otherwise left the full time

employment of the department in good standing and who has maintained

certification and currentlyiscertified by the POST Council, or any other per son

who has served as a Louisiana peace officer and who has maintained

certification and whograduated from aL ouisianaPOST certified academy may

be appointed as a reserve investigator for the office of the state inspector

general.

B. The inspector general shall be authorized to issue a reserve

investigator's appointment as provided herein if the person satisfies the

following requirements:

(1) Qualifies on the Peace Officar Standards and Training firear ms

course.

(2) Attendsany seminar s, wor kshops, or other meetingson issuesr elated

totheoperation of the office of inspector gener al which may berequired by the

inspector general.

(3) Complieswith any other rule or regulation as may be required by

theinspector general.

C. Each reserve investigator shall have all the powers of and may

function asa criminal investigator for the office of inspector general, but shall

receive no compensation for his participation in the reserve investigator
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program. Expensesincurred by areserveinvestigator in the cour se and scope

of performing his official duties shall bereimbur sed.

D. Theinspector general shall have the power to revoke any reserve

investigator's appointment at any time.

E. Reserveinvestigators appointments shall bevalid only for a period

of oneyear from the date of issuance; however, they may berenewed annually

at the discretion of theinspector general.

F. Upon the recommendation of the inspector general, each reserve

investigator shall beeligibleto apply to the superintendent of state policefor a

special officer's commission from the L ouisiana Division of State Police under

the applicable provisionsof R.S. 40:1379.1.

Section 2. ThisAct shall become effective upon signature by the governor or, if not
signed by the governor, upon expiration of thetimefor billsto becomelaw without signature
by the governor, as provided in Article 11, Section 18 of the Constitution of Louisiana. If
vetoed by the governor and subsequently approved by the legidlature, this Act shall become

effective on the day following such approval.
