SENATE BILL NO. 698

BY SENATORS MORRISH AND JOHNS AND REPRESENTATIVE KLECKLEY

AN ACT

Toenact R.S. 34:218, relativeto the Lake Charles Harbor and Terminal District; to provide
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for recognition as the local sponsor and for additional powers and authority of the
district; to provide for the Calcasieu River and Pass Project; to provide for the
acquisitionand saleof certainlands; to providefor terms, exceptions, conditions, and

requirements; and to provide for related matters.

Be it enacted by the Legidature of Louisiana

Section 1. R.S. 34:218 is hereby enacted to read as follows:

§218. Calcasieu River and Pass Proj ect

A.(1) Inadditiontoany other provision of law, theL akeCharlesHar bor

and Terminal District is authorized and empowered to carry out any and all

functionswithin or outsideof itsterritorial limits necessary to serve, on behalf

of the state of L ouisiana which shall bethelocal sponsor, as agent for the state

and asthesingleentity responsibleto act and to secur erightsof way, to furnish

assur ancestothesecretary of theUnited StatesArmy, and for theconstruction,

operation, and maintenance of the Calcasieu River and Pass Project as

designated by the United States Army Corps of Engineers.

(2)(a) Notwithstandingtheprovisionsof thisSection tothecontrary, the

Lake Charles Harbor and Terminal District, or any person on behalf of the

district including but not limited to lessees, assignees, or any third party

otherwise occupying property, shall not as to property the district owns in

Cameron Parish, other than that property which it currently ownsin Sections

43 and 44, Township 12 South, Range 9 West and in Sections 1 and 12,

Township 12 South, Range 10 West, in the Southwestern Land District,
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Louisiana Meridian, Cameron Parish, L ouisiana, her eafter referred toas" the

exempt property”, undertake any port activitiesin Cameron Parish.

(b) Asusedin this Section, " port activities' shall mean the acquisition

or leasing of land for the construction, operation, or maintenance of docks,

wharfs, sheds, dips, canals, machinery, or industrial plant facilitiesor facilities

for the handling of cargos or materials of any type and other substantially

similar activities, other than dredged materialsin connection with constr uction

operation and maintenance of the Calcasieu River and Pass Project. Any

function by the L ake CharlesHarbor and Terminal District necessary for the

construction, operation, and maintenance of the Calcasieu River and Pass

Pr oject shall not be consider ed port activities.

(c) The Lake CharlesHarbor and Terminal District may conduct port

activitieson any property in Cameron Parish pur suant to an inter gover nmental

agreement or cooper ative agreement with the approval of the governing

authority of Cameron Parish. As to the exempt property as defined in

Subpar agraph (a) of this Paragraph, nothing in this Section shall require the

Lake Charles Harbor and Terminal District to enter into any

inter gover nmental agreement or _cooper ative agreement with the governing

authority of Cameron Parish.

B. Thedistrict shall have the authority to acquire by purchase, |ease,

expropriation, or otherwise, any land for the purposes of the construction,

oper ation, and maintenanceof theCalcasieu River and PassProject. Thevenue

for_any petition for expropriation filed by the district for property located in

Cameron Parish shall bein accordancewith R.S. 19:2.1.

C.(1) Thedistrict shall not acquireby pur chase, |ease, expropriation, or

otherwise, or convey, sall, assign, or donateany land in Camer on Par ish, except

for the purposes of the construction, operation, and maintenance of the

Calcasieu River and Pass Project or pursuant to a cooperative endeavor

agreement with the governing authority of Cameron Parish.

(2) The provisions of this Subsection shall not apply to the exempt
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property as defined in Subparagraph (A)(2)(a) of this Section.

(3) Prior to the sale of any land in Cameron Parish purchased or

expropriated by thel akeCharlesHarbor and Ter minal District, thegover ning

authority of Cameron Parish shall have the first right of refusal for the

pur chase of such land, which right is subordinate to the following:

(a) Afirstright of refusal if soreserved in theact of saleby the saller of

the property sold to thedistrict.

(b) Afirstright of refusal in favor of theowner from whom theproperty

was expropriated.

Section 2. If any provision or item of this Act, or the application thereof, should be
found to be invalid or unenforceable in a final, unappealable judgment by a court of
competent jurisdiction, then such provision shall be ineffective to the extent of such
invalidity or parts unenforceable, but shall not affect other provisions, items, or applications
of the Act which can be given effect without theinvalid provision, item, or application and
to this end the provisions of this Act are hereby declared severable.

Section 3. ThisAct shall become effective upon signature by the governor or, if not
signed by the governor, upon expiration of thetimefor billsto becomelaw without signature
by the governor, as provided by Article l11, Section 18 of the Constitution of Louisiana. If
vetoed by the governor and subsequently approved by thelegidlature, this Act shall become

effective on the day following such approval.
