Official Edition, is hereby amended by inserting in the 3rd paragraph in line 20 after “who
resides in a certified nursing home” the following words- “or who is enrolled in a PACE program
as defined in 42 U.S. Code § 1396u—4” and by inserting in line 25 after “or a nursing home” the

following words- “or a PACE program.”
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
