SECTION 1. Section 9C of Chapter 32B of the General Laws, as appearing in the 2012
Official Edition, is hereby amended by inserting after the word “spouse”, in line 6, the following

words:—

, provided, however, that dependents may continue such insurance notwithstanding the

remarriage or death of said surviving spouse;.

SECTION 2. Section 9G of said chapter 32B, as so appearing, is hereby amended by

inserting after the word “spouse”, in line 5, the following words:—
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9 , provided, however, that dependents under the age of nineteen may continue such

10 insurance notwithstanding the remarriage or death of said surviving spouse;.
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
