Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General Court assembled, and by the authority
of the same, as follows:

Section 14C. Each student of the culinary arts program shall be required to complete and
receive the Massachusetts Department of Public Health’s food allergen certification as part of the
completion of said program.
