Section 2 of chapter 90 of the General Laws, as appearing in the 2016
official edition, is hereby amended by inserting in line 417 after the word “VETERAN.”:-“The
Registrar shall furnish, without charge, a “VETERAN” plate or general issue plate at the request

of an operator who is eligible for a Disabled Veteran plate pursuant to this section,”
