state election next following]:

ARTICLE OF AMENDMENT.

Article of Amendment

WHEREAS, the Commonwealth recognizes and honors that the Massachusetts

Constitution refers to all residents without regard to gender,

Now, THEREFORE, the Proposal for a legislative amendment to the Massachusetts

Constitution of 1780, is hereby amended as follows:

1. by striking the word "he" in every instance and replacing it with “the person”
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
