An Act authorizing municipal increases in minimum wages.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General Court assembled, and by the authority 
of the same, as follows:

1 Section 1 of chapter 151 of the General Laws is hereby amended by adding the following 

2 paragraph:-

3 A city or town by ordinance or by-law may establish a minimum wage greater than the 

4 wage otherwise required by this section and a higher minimum wage for tipped employees than 

5 the wage required by section 7.  The minimum wages established under this paragraph shall be 

6 the minimum wages for the purpose of all laws providing for administration and enforcement of 

7 minimum wages, including section 19 and other provisions of this chapter and sections 27C and 

8 150 of chapter 149.   The ordinance or by-law may provide that specified municipal officers shall 

9 have concurrent authority with the attorney general under section 27C of chapter 149 to enforce 

10 the ordinance or by-law.
