3 or faculty who teach the equivalent of at least two three or more- credit courses per semester or 

4 four three or more- credit courses per calendar year at one of more state higher education 

5 institutions, including a division of continuing education, regardless of funding source, including 

6 but not limited to subsidiary account CC, and regardless of the term of employment
