An Act amending the Nantucket Sewer Act.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives in General Court assembled, and by the authority
of the same, as follows:

SECTION 1. Chapter 396 of the Acts of 2008 is hereby amended by inserting a new

section 8A as follows:-

8A. Notwithstanding any provisions of Chapter 83 or any other provision of a general or
special law, the Nantucket Sewer Commission is hereby authorized to adopt a regulation that
allows said Sewer Commission to waive all or a portion of sewer connection fees for year-round
residents who otherwise qualify for the resident tax exemption under section 5C of Chapter 59 of

the General laws.

SECTION 2. This act shall take effect upon passage.
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
