SECTION 1. Section 2A of Chapter 71B of the General L, as appearing in the 2014

(f) The director, under the direction and supervision of the chief administrative
magistrate, shall hire an attorney to serve as pro se facilitator who shall provide unrepresented
parents with oral and written information, but not legal advice or representation, so that they may

access the bureau’s dispute resolution processes.
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
