An investigation into the activities and actions of legal counsel, Kopelman & Paige,
regarding case 02-2424C heard before Judge Cornetta of Worcester Superior Court as well as the
settlement of the Templeton Waste Water Treatment plant lawsuit and the Writs of Attachment.
