6 correction for not less than 90 days nor more than 2 and one-half years or by a fine of not less 

7 than $500 nor more than $5,000, or both." and inserting in place thereof the following words: 

8 "state prison for not more than five years, or by imprisonment in a jail or house of correction for 

9 not more than two and one-half years".
