CIRCUMSTANCES.

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 (c) (1) Baltimore City may use a bus lane monitoring system that meets 

the requirements of this subsection to record the images of motor vehicles traveling in 

a bus lane. 

 

 (l) (1) In consultation with the Baltimore City Police Department, the 

Chief Judge of the District Court shall adopt procedures for the issuance of citations, 

trials for violations, and the collection of civil penalties imposed under this section.
