THE LEASED PREMISES IF THE TENANT OR PERSON ON THE PROPERTY DOES NOT 

VACATE THE LEASED PREMISES WITHIN A DESIGNATED PERIOD OF TIME; AND 
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    4. THAT THE LANDLORD MAY FILE A COMPLAINT FOR 

EVICTION UNDER THIS SUBSECTION.”; 

 

and in line 35, strike “4” and substitute “7”. 

 

AMENDMENT NO. 3 

 On page 4, in line 5, strike “June” and substitute “October”.
