AMENDMENT NO. 1 

 On page 3 of the House Judiciary Committee Amendments (HB0670/992612/1), 

in line 10 of Amendment No. 1, after “board;” insert “authorizing a county to adopt a 

local law or ordinance to give its police accountability board certain duties, powers, and 

responsibilities to investigate or discipline law enforcement officers; specifying 

disciplinary procedures to be followed under certain circumstances relating to a police 

accountability board;”. 

 

AMENDMENT NO. 2 

 On page 37 of the House Judiciary Committee Amendments, after line 12 of 

Amendment No. 4, insert: 

 

 “(C) SUBJECT TO SUBSECTION (D) OF THIS SECTION, A COUNTY MAY 

ADOPT A LOCAL LAW OR ORDINANCE TO GIVE ITS POLICE ACCOUNTABILITY 

BOARD SOME OR ALL OF THE DUTIES, POWERS, AND RESPONSIBILITIES OF A 

CHIEF OF A LAW ENFORCEMENT AGENCY TO INVESTIGATE OR DISCIPLINE LAW 

ENFORCEMENT OFFICERS UNDER THIS SUBTITLE. 

 

 (D) IF A COUNTY OR POLITICAL SUBDIVISION ADOPTS A LOCAL LAW OR 

ORDINANCE UNDER SUBSECTION (C) OF THIS SECTION, ALL OF THE PROCEDURES 

REGARDING DISCIPLINE OF A LAW ENFORCEMENT OFFICER SET FORTH IN THIS 

SUBTITLE SHALL BE FOLLOWED BY THE POLICE ACCOUNTABILITY BOARD.”; 

 

and in line 13, strike “(C)” and substitute “(E)”.
