“that 1s required for graduation from a” and substitute “for”; in line 10, strike “school”
and substitute “schools”; after line 10, insert:

after line 15, insert:

in line 16, strike “1.” and substitute “2. AND”; in the same line, after “IT” insert
“FURTHER”; and in the same line, strike “BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
MARYLAND”.

AMENDMENT NO. 2

On page 2, in line 3, strike “HALF—-SEMESTER-LONG” and substitute “HALF—
CREDIT”; in line 4, after “(B)” insert “THE COURSE DEVELOPED BY THE STATE
BOARD SHALL INCLUDE INSTRUCTIONAL CONTENT BASED ON THE STATE
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BOARD-APPROVED INSTRUCTIONAL PROGRAM ON FINANCIAL LITERACY FOR
HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS, IN EXISTENCE ON JUNE 30, 2022.
