The single greatest concern of the Bender JCC is the safety of its staff, preschoolers, campers, 
program participants, members and the community. As a Jewish institution, we are an at-risk 
target. Our location, at a busy intersection without the ability to control cars or individuals 
entering our campus, leaves us highly exposed to an attack. As a result, we rely on target 
hardening to strengthen our security.         As such, the Bender JCC is requesting support to 
replace outdated and low-quality exterior windows in our classrooms with highly-secure 
insulated windows with Ultra 800 film to protect children and adults using the classrooms 
from shattering glass in the event of an explosion outside of the Center.         The new 
windows will also provide greater energy efficiency through better insulated and custom fitted 
windows, preventing loss of heating and cooling and reducing the Bender JCCs carbon 
footprint and the cost to heat and cool the building.
