Dear Mr. President: 

 

In accordance with Article II, Section 17 of the Maryland Constitution, today I have 

vetoed Senate Bill 501 – Frederick County – Alcoholic Beverages – Sunday Permit – 

Hours of Sale. 

 

This bill authorizes a holder of a specified alcoholic beverages license in Frederick 

County who has been granted a Sunday opening permit to sell specified alcoholic 

beverages for on–premises consumption at a specified event that the Frederick 

County Board of License Commissioners has approved; provides that the board set 

the hours for the event; and makes the Act an emergency measure. 

 

House Bill 245, which was passed by the General Assembly and signed by me, 

accomplishes the same purpose.  Therefore, it is not necessary for me to sign Senate 

Bill 501.
