FOR the purpose of prohibiting a person from offering, providing, or attempting to 3 

provide debt settlement services unless the person is registered as a debt 4 

settlement services provider with the Commissioner of Financial Regulation or 5 

is exempt from registration; authorizing the Commissioner to adopt regulations, 6 

enter into certain cooperative and information sharing agreements, and 7 

exchange certain information with certain agencies for a certain purpose; 8 

requiring a person registering as a debt settlement services provider or 9 

renewing a registration to pay certain fees; requiring certain fees to be 10 

deposited in a certain fund and used to cover certain costs and expenses 11 

incurred by the Commissioner; requiring an applicant for registration to file a 12 

certain application; specifying the information to be included in the application; 13 

providing that a registration may be renewed under certain circumstances; 14 

prohibiting a registrant from offering, providing, or attempting to provide debt 15 

settlement services in the State except as allowed under this Act; authorizing a 16 

registrant to charge a certain debt settlement services fee; prohibiting a 17 

registrant from charging a certain fee or requiring a certain contribution; 18 

prohibiting a registrant from charging a certain debt settlement services fee 19 

until after certain actions have been taken; providing that a certain provision of 20 

this Act does not prohibit a registrant from requesting or requiring a consumer 21 

to deposit certain funds in a certain account under certain circumstances; 22 

requiring a registrant to allow a consumer to withdraw from a debt settlement 23 

services agreement at any time; prohibiting a registrant from making a certain 24 
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representation; requiring a debt settlement services agreement to be signed and 1 

dated by the registrant and the consumer and to include certain information 2 

and disclosures; requiring an advertisement for debt settlement services to 3 

include a certain disclosure; requiring a registrant that establishes a certain 4 

account to file a certain surety bond with the Commissioner; requiring a 5 

registrant to report certain information to the Commissioner, on the form the 6 

Commissioner requires, on or before a certain date each year; providing that a 7 

violation of this Act is an unfair or deceptive trade practice within the meaning 8 

of the Maryland Consumer Protection Act and is subject to certain enforcement 9 

and penalty provisions; altering the content and purposes of a certain fund; 10 

providing for the application of this Act; providing that, under certain 11 

circumstances, certain provisions of this Act are in addition to and not in 12 

substitution for any other provision of law; establishing a certain short title; 13 

defining certain terms; making certain conforming changes; requiring a 14 

registrant to report certain information to the Commissioner on or before a 15 

certain date each year for a certain number of years; requiring the Office of the 16 

Commissioner of Financial Regulation in the Department of Labor, Licensing, 17 

and Regulation, in consultation with the Consumer Protection Division of the 18 

Office of the Attorney General, to report certain recommendations to certain 19 

committees of the General Assembly on or before a certain date; and generally 20 

relating to debt settlement services and debt settlement services providers. 21

the Commissioner that are related to the regulation of the debt management services 5 

business under this subtitle AND THAT ARE RELATED TO THE REGISTRATION OF 6 

DEBT SETTLEMENT SERVICES PROVIDERS UNDER SUBTITLE 10 OF THIS TITLE, 7 

including: 8 

 

  (1) Expenditures authorized under this subtitle AND SUBTITLE 10 9 

OF THIS TITLE; and 10 

 

  (2) Any other expense authorized in the State budget. 11 

 

 (d) (1) The Treasurer is the custodian of the Fund. 12 

 

  (2) The Treasurer shall deposit payments received from the 13 

Commissioner into the Fund. 14 

 

 (e) (1) The Fund is a continuing, nonlapsing fund that is not subject to § 15 

7–302 of the State Finance and Procurement Article, and may not be deemed a part of 16 

the General Fund of the State. 17 

 

  (2) Unless otherwise provided by law, no part of the Fund may revert 18 

or be credited to: 19 

 

   (i) The General Fund of the State; or 20
