 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF 18 

MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 19

 (a) This section applies only in Anne Arundel County. 22 
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 (b) [The] SUBJECT TO APPROVAL BY THE COUNTY, BEGINNING ON 1 

JANUARY 1, 2015, THE State’s Attorney’s salary[: 2 

 

  (1) for calendar year 2003, is equal to the salary of a circuit court 3 

judge as of December 31, 2002; and 4 

 

  (2)] shall be increased each calendar year thereafter by 3% over the 5 

salary of the State’s Attorney for the previous calendar year. 6 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That, pursuant to Article III, § 7 

35 of the Maryland Constitution, this Act may not be construed to extend or apply to 8 

the salary or compensation of the State’s Attorney for Anne Arundel County during a 9 

term of office beginning before the effective date of this Act, but the provisions of this 10 

Act concerning the salary or compensation of the State’s Attorney for Anne Arundel 11 

County shall take effect at the beginning of the next following term of office. 12 

 

 SECTION 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 13
