FOR the purpose of establishing the Summer Math, Reading, and Science Pilot Program; 5 

providing for the purpose of the Pilot Program; requiring the Maryland–National 6 

Capital Park and Planning Commission to coordinate with the Prince George’s 7 

County public school system to integrate study the development of the Summer 8 

Math, Reading, and Science Pilot Program that integrates certain academic content 9 

into summer parks and recreation programs offered in Prince George’s County; 10 

requiring the Commission to develop methods for measuring the effectiveness of the 11 

Pilot Program; requiring the Commission to implement the Pilot Program on or 12 

before a certain date in certain areas of Prince George’s County; requiring the 13 

Commission to report certain information to the Prince George’s County House 14 

Delegation on or before a certain date; defining a certain term; providing for the 15 

termination of this Act; and generally relating to the Summer Math, Reading, and 16 

Science Pilot Program.  17

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 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 1 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 2 

 

 (a) The Maryland–National Capital Park and Planning Commission shall 3 

coordinate with the Prince George’s County public school system to study the development 4 

of a Summer Math, Reading, and Science Pilot Program that integrates math, reading, 5 

science, technology, and social sciences content into the Commission’s summer parks and 6 

recreation programs offered in Prince George’s County. 7 

 

 (b) On or before December 1, 2020, the Commission shall report to the Prince 8 

George’s County House Delegation, in accordance with § 2–1257 of the State Government 9 

Article, on the feasibility, cost, and potential impediments associated with implementing 10 

the Summer Math, Reading, and Science Pilot Program.  11

 (A) IN THIS SECTION, “PILOT PROGRAM” MEANS THE SUMMER MATH, 15 

READING, AND SCIENCE PILOT PROGRAM. 16 

 

 (B) THE COMMISSION SHALL DEVELOP AND IMPLEMENT A SUMMER MATH, 17 

READING, AND SCIENCE PILOT PROGRAM. 18 

 

 (C) THE PURPOSE OF THE PILOT PROGRAM IS TO INTEGRATE MATH, 19 

READING, SCIENCE, TECHNOLOGY, AND SOCIAL SCIENCES CONTENT INTO THE 20 

COMMISSION’S SUMMER PARKS AND RECREATION PROGRAMS OFFERED IN PRINCE 21 

GEORGE’S COUNTY. 22 

 

 (D) THE COMMISSION SHALL: 23 

 

  (1) COORDINATE WITH THE PRINCE GEORGE’S COUNTY PUBLIC 24 

SCHOOL SYSTEM TO INTEGRATE MATH, READING, SCIENCE, TECHNOLOGY, AND 25 

SOCIAL SCIENCES CONTENT INTO THE COMMISSION’S SUMMER PARKS AND 26 

RECREATION PROGRAMS;  27 

 

  (2) DEVELOP METHODS FOR MEASURING THE EFFECTIVENESS OF 28 

THE PILOT PROGRAM, INCLUDING: 29 

 

   (I) ASSESSMENTS THAT MEASURE STUDENT PERFORMANCE AT 30 

THE BEGINNING AND END OF A SUMMER PARKS AND RECREATION PROGRAM THAT 31 
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INCLUDES MATH, READING, SCIENCE, TECHNOLOGY, OR SOCIAL SCIENCES 1 

CONTENT; 2 

 

   (II) PROJECT ASSIGNMENTS FOR STUDENTS PARTICIPATING IN 3 

A SUMMER PARKS AND RECREATION PROGRAM THAT INCLUDES MATH, READING, 4 

SCIENCE, TECHNOLOGY, OR SOCIAL SCIENCES CONTENT; AND 5 

 

   (III) COORDINATING WITH THE PRINCE GEORGE’S COUNTY 6 

PUBLIC SCHOOL SYSTEM TO DEVELOP DATA COLLECTION METHODS TO EVALUATE 7 

THE EFFECTIVENESS OF THE PILOT PROGRAM; AND 8 

 

  (3) IMPLEMENT THE PILOT PROGRAM ON OR BEFORE JUNE 1, 2021, 9 

IN AT LEAST FOUR DIFFERENT AREAS IN PRINCE GEORGE’S COUNTY THAT REFLECT 10 

THE GEOGRAPHIC DIVERSITY OF THE COUNTY. 11 

 

 (E) ON OR BEFORE DECEMBER 1, 2022, THE COMMISSION SHALL REPORT 12 

TO THE PRINCE GEORGE’S COUNTY HOUSE DELEGATION, IN ACCORDANCE WITH § 13 

2–1257 OF THE STATE GOVERNMENT ARTICLE, ON THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE 14 

PILOT PROGRAM. 15 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect July 16 

June 1, 2020. It shall remain effective for a period of 3 years 1 year and 1 month and, at 17 

the end of June 30, 2023 2021, this Act, with no further action required by the General 18 

Assembly, shall be abrogated and of no further force and effect.  19
