DEPARTMENT ON ITS ANNUAL HIGHWAY SALT APPLICATION FOR THE PREVIOUS 5

    2. (II) THE AMOUNT OF SALT APPLIED PER LANE MILE 8

  (2) IN DETERMINING THE AMOUNTS OF SALT APPLIED, A STATE 11 

AGENCY, COUNTY, AND MUNICIPALITY SHALL INCLUDE SALT APPLIED: 12 

 

   (I) AT SCHOOLS, INCLUDING INSTITUTIONS OF HIGHER 13 

EDUCATION, AND PUBLIC PARKS; AND 14 

 

   (II) BY PRIVATE CONTRACTORS. 15 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 16
