Energy–Generating Cooperative Advisory Committee 3 

 

FOR the purpose of establishing a Poultry Litter Energy–Generating Cooperative 4 

Program; prohibiting the rates and structure of the Program from being used for 5 

distributed generation from other sources of energy; requiring the State 6 

Department of Agriculture to consult with the Energy–Generating Cooperative 7 

Advisory Committee on the administration of the Program; providing for the 8 

credit structure for the energy generated from an energy–generating 9 

cooperative; providing for the allocation of unsubscribed energy; requiring an 10 

energy–generating cooperative to pay a certain infrastructure use and 11 

distribution rate to an electric company; authorizing a cooperative organization 12 

to contract with a third party for certain purposes; prohibiting the Department, 13 

the Public Service Commission, and an electric company from changing the 14 

terms of a contract entered into under this Act; establishing the  15 

Energy–Generating Cooperative Advisory Committee; providing for the 16 

membership, staffing, duties, meetings, and structure of the Committee; 17 

prohibiting members of the Committee from receiving certain compensation, but 18 

authorizing the reimbursement of certain expenses; requiring the Committee to 19 

assist the Department with the development and implementation of the 20 

Program; requiring the Committee to create two subcommittees and specifying 21 

the duties of each subcommittee; specifying the duties of the Committee; 22 

requiring the Committee to make a certain report to the Department; requiring 23 
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the Department, in coordination with the Maryland Energy Administration, to 1 

make a certain report to the General Assembly on or before a certain date; 2 

providing for the regulation of electricity from a certain source in a certain 3 

manner; requiring the Administration to meet certain requirements of this Act; 4 

defining certain terms; stating certain findings of the General Assembly on or 5 

before a certain date; providing for the construction of this Act; providing for the 6 

termination of this Act; and generally relating to energy–generating 7 

cooperatives.

Preamble 25 

 

 WHEREAS, The State of Maryland produces nearly 500,000 tons of poultry 26 

litter every year; and 27 

 

 WHEREAS, Poultry litter has nearly equivalent levels of phosphorus and 28 

nitrogen, but many crops require significantly less phosphorus than nitrogen, and 29 

application of poultry litter may result in phosphorus–saturated soils; and 30 

 

 WHEREAS, High levels of phosphorus in the Chesapeake Bay lead to algae 31 

blooms, oxygen–deprived environments, poor water quality, degraded habitats, and 32 

low populations of many species of fish and shellfish; and 33 

 

 WHEREAS, In order to meet the Environmental Protection Agency’s 34 

Chesapeake Bay Total Maximum Daily Load, the State of Maryland must reduce 35 

phosphorus loads to the Chesapeake Bay by 14.9% below 2010 levels by 2025; and  36 

 

 WHEREAS, Poultry litter is a beneficial resource that can be used to generate 37 

clean energy, helping the State achieve its renewable energy portfolio standard; and 38 
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 WHEREAS, Utilizing poultry litter as an energy source will reduce the overall 1 

cost of energy for farmers who raise poultry; now, therefore, 2 

 

 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF 3 

MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 4 

 

 (a) There is an Energy–Generating Cooperative Advisory Committee. 5 

 

 (b) The Committee consists of the following members: 6 

 

  (1) One member of the Senate of Maryland, appointed by the 7 

President of the Senate; 8 

 

  (2) One member of the House of Delegates, appointed by the Speaker 9 

of the House; 10 

 

  (3) The Secretary of Agriculture, or the Secretary’s designee; 11 

 

  (4) The Director of the Maryland Energy Administration, or the 12 

Director’s designee; 13 

 

  (5) The Chair of the Public Service Commission, or the Chair’s 14 

designee; 15 

 

  (6) The Executive Director of the Maryland Clean Energy Center, or 16 

the Executive Director’s designee; and  17 

 

  (7) The following members appointed by the Governor: 18 

 

   (i) One representative of the electric utility industry; 19 

 

   (ii) One representative of the electric cooperative industry; 20 

 

   (iii) One representative of the poultry industry;  21 

 

   (iv) One poultry farmer; and  22 

 

   (v) One representative of the environmental community. 23 

 

 (c) The Secretary of Agriculture, or the Secretary’s designee, and the 24 

Director of the Maryland Energy Administration, or the Director’s designee, shall 25 

cochair the Committee. 26 

 

 (d) The State units represented on the Committee shall provide staff for the 27 

Committee. 28 
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 (e) A member of the Committee: 1 

 

  (1) May not receive compensation as a member of the Committee; but 2 

 

  (2) Is entitled to reimbursement for expenses under the Standard 3 

State Travel Regulations, as provided in the State budget. 4 

 

 (f) The Committee shall evaluate: 5 

 

  (1) The most efficient, cost–effective, and environmentally sound 6 

methods for utilizing poultry litter; 7 

 

  (2) Whether anaerobic decomposition of poultry litter is an 8 

appropriate method to reduce the State’s nutrient load to the Chesapeake Bay;  9 

 

  (3) The potential for reduced air emissions from anaerobic 10 

decomposition of poultry litter;  11 

 

  (4) Funding sources for poultry litter energy–generating cooperatives, 12 

including the Strategic Energy Investment Fund, manure transport programs, and 13 

other available funding;  14 

 

  (5) A tariff structure that is appropriate for poultry litter  15 

energy–generating cooperatives, that will avoid costs to and subsidies from customers 16 

of an electric company, and that will ensure that an electric company receives full and 17 

timely recovery of prudently incurred costs, while encouraging poultry litter  18 

energy–generating cooperatives, by considering: 19 

 

   (i) Ancillary services and volt–ampere reactive support; 20 

 

   (ii) Reduced land costs; 21 

 

   (iii) Demand charge management; 22 

 

   (iv) Electric service reliability; 23 

 

   (v) The value of renewable energy credits associated with 24 

energy generation from poultry litter and the relationship between that value and any 25 

subsidization, regional electricity pricing mechanisms, and other aspects of the tariff 26 

structure; and 27 

 

   (vi) The relationship of various aspects of the tariff structure 28 

and the energy–generating cooperative structure to the costs of distribution and 29 

generation to the energy–generating cooperative, other generators, transmission 30 

companies, distribution utilities, and electric ratepayers;  31 
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  (6) A tariff structure and related regulatory structure designed to 1 

operate the energy–generating cooperative at least cost; 2 

 

  (7) Whether an energy–generating cooperative and its cooperative 3 

members should be compensated or assessed costs; 4 

 

  (8) The size and number of energy–generating cooperatives that the 5 

State can support; and 6 

 

  (9) Any other issue that the Committee determines is necessary. 7 

 

 (g) On or before December 31, 2015, the Committee shall report to the 8 

General Assembly, in accordance with § 2–1246 of the State Government Article, on: 9 

 

  (1) A tariff structure that encourages poultry litter energy–generating 10 

cooperatives and allows an electric company to recover prudently incurred costs; 11 

 

  (2) An appropriate regulatory structure that provides necessary 12 

oversight while allowing the energy–generating cooperative to be operated at least 13 

cost; 14 

 

  (3) Whether an energy–generating cooperative and its cooperative 15 

members should be compensated or assessed costs; 16 

 

  (4) The size and number of energy–generating cooperatives that the 17 

State can support; 18 

 

  (5) The most efficient, cost–effective, and environmentally sound 19 

methods for utilizing poultry litter; and 20 

 

  (6) Other matters the Committee considers necessary or advisable to 21 

bring to the attention of the General Assembly.  22

 SECTION 2. 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take 14 

effect June 1, 2014. It shall remain effective for a period of 2 years and, at the end of 15 

May 31, 2016, with no further action required by the General Assembly, this Act shall 16 

be abrogated and of no further force and effect.
