SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Public Safety
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(a) There is a 9-1-1 Trust Fund.

(b) (2) Subject to paragraph (3) of this subsection, in addition to the purposes
described under paragraph (1) of this subsection, the purposes of the 9—1-1 Trust Fund
include funding:

(viil) costs to maintain the cybersecurity of 9—1-1 systems, enhanced
9-1-1 systems, and Next Generation 9—-1-1 services; [and]

(ix)  costs of 9—1-1 specialist recruitment activities as described in §
1-306(b)(17) of this subtitle; AND

(X) COSTS OF TELECOMMUNICATIONS CARDIOPULMONARY
RESUSCITATION TRAINING # N G

(3) Funding allocated in accordance with paragraph (2) of this subsection
may not be utilized for:

(1) the payment of the salary of public safety answering point
personnel or county personnel; or
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(11) any purpose associated with the 9-8-8 suicide prevention
hotline.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2024.
