 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 17 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 18

   (iii) The Department; 14 

 

   (iv) The Office of the State Fire Marshal; 15 

 

   (v) A local government; 16 

 

   (vi) A child care advocacy organization; 17 

 

   (vii) An independent school, which may include a religious, 18 

nonsectarian, or nursery school; 19 

 

   (viii) A child care resource and referral agency; 20 

 

   (ix) The Department of the Environment; 21 

 

   (x) A community college with an early childhood education program; 22 

 

   (xi) The Maryland Association of Social Services Directors; [and] 23 

 

   (xii) A professional organization concerned with the quality of early 24 

childhood programs; AND 25 

 

   (XIII) THE MARYLAND ASSOCIATION OF PUBLIC LIBRARY 26 

ADMINISTRATORS; 27 
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  (4) At least 1 representative, appointed by the State Superintendent, who 1 

is: 2 

 

   (i) A local fire official who has responsibility for the enforcement or 3 

administration of fire codes; 4 

 

   (ii) A user of child care services; and 5 

 

   (iii) A business person; 6 

 

  (5) A pediatrician with an interest and expertise in child care issues, 7 

appointed by the State Superintendent; 8 

 

  (6) At least two family child care providers, appointed by the State 9 

Superintendent; and 10 

 

  (7) At least two child care providers from child care centers, appointed by 11 

the State Superintendent. 12
