Preamble 20 

 

 WHEREAS, The Washington Suburban Sanitary Commission is required by law to 21 

establish certain ethics regulations for its employees with respect to conflicts of interest 22 

and financial disclosures; and 23 
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 WHEREAS, The Commission has established a Board of Ethics in accordance with 1 

Title 5, Subtitle 8, Part IV of the General Provisions Article that is equivalent to the 2 

provisions of the State Ethics Law; and 3 

 

 WHEREAS, The Commission contends that the Board of Ethics is unable to perform 4 

its function effectively without similar authority to issue subpoenas as the State Ethics 5 

Commission; now, therefore,  6 

 

 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 7 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 8
