FOR the purpose of requiring the State Board of Education to develop curriculum content 4 

for a certain course in financial literacy on or before a certain date; requiring each 5 

county board of education to implement the financial literacy curriculum content 6 

developed by the State Board in public high schools beginning in a certain school 7 

year; requiring students to complete a certain course and achieve a certain score on 8 

a certain exam in order to graduate from high school; and generally relating to the 9 

development and implementation of a course in financial literacy that is required for 10 

graduation from a public high school in the State.

CURRICULUM CONTENT FOR A ONE–HALF CREDIT COURSE IN FINANCIAL LITERACY. 22 

 

 (B) BEGINNING WITH THE 2020–2021 SCHOOL YEAR, EACH COUNTY BOARD 23 
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SHALL IMPLEMENT THE FINANCIAL LITERACY CURRICULUM CONTENT DEVELOPED 1 

BY THE STATE BOARD UNDER SUBSECTION (A) OF THIS SECTION IN EVERY HIGH 2 

SCHOOL IN THE COUNTY. 3 

 

 (C) BEGINNING WITH STUDENTS GRADUATING IN 2021, A STUDENT SHALL 4 

COMPLETE A FINANCIAL LITERACY COURSE, INCLUDING ACHIEVING A PASSING 5 

SCORE ON A FINAL EXAMINATION, IN ORDER TO GRADUATE FROM HIGH SCHOOL.  6
