FOR the purpose of authorizing the County Commissioners of Charles County to adopt
an ordinance that requires a certain surcharge to be imposed on all traffic cases
and criminal cases in the District Court in Charles County; requiring the
District Court in Charles County to add a certain surcharge to court costs
imposed by the court if the County Commissioners adopt an ordinance under
this Act; requiring surcharges collected under this Act to be remitted to the
County Commissioners of Charles County and used for a certain purpose; and
generally relating to court costs imposed by the District Court in Charles
County.

SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

(G) (1) THE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF CHARLES COUNTY MAY
ADOPT AN ORDINANCE THAT REQUIRES A SURCHARGE OF AT LEAST $2 BUT NOT
EXCEEDING $5 TO BE IMPOSED ON ALL TRAFFIC CASES AND CRIMINAL CASES IN
THE DISTRICT COURT IN CHARLES COUNTY.

(2) () IFTHE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS ADOPT AN ORDINANCE
UNDER THIS SUBSECTION, THE DISTRICT COURT IN CHARLES COUNTY SHALL
ADD THE DESIGNATED SURCHARGE TO THE COURT COSTS IMPOSED BY THE
COURT.

SUBSTANCE ABUSE TREATMENT.

(a) Except as provided in subsections (b) through [(f)] (G) of this section, the
clerks of the District Court shall:

(1) Collect costs, fines, forfeitures, or penalties imposed by the court;
and

(2) Remit them to the State under a system agreed upon by the Chief
Judge of the District Court and the Comptroller.

(G) IF THE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF CHARLES COUNTY ENACT AN
ORDINANCE IMPOSING A SURCHARGE UNDER § 7-301(G) OF THIS SUBTITLE,
THE DISTRICT COURT IN CHARLES COUNTY SHALL REMIT THE SURCHARGE TO
THE COUNTY COMMISSIONERS.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2012.
