FOR the purpose of establishing the Ending Youth Homelessness Grant Program; 3 

specifying the purposes of the Program; requiring the Department of Housing and 4 

Community Development to administer the Program and establish certain 5 

procedures; authorizing certain uses of grants under the Program; establishing the 6 

Ending Youth Homelessness Grant Fund as a special, nonlapsing fund; specifying 7 

the purpose of the Fund; requiring the Department to administer the Fund; 8 

requiring the State Treasurer to hold the Fund and the Comptroller to account for 9 

the Fund; specifying the contents of the Fund; specifying the purpose for which the 10 

Fund may be used; providing for the investment of money in and expenditures from 11 

the Fund; requiring the Department to follow a certain grant approval process; 12 

specifying that eligible recipients of grant funding are limited to certain types of 13 

programs; requiring the Department to establish for all grant recipients certain 14 

performance standards and reporting requirements; requiring the Department to 15 

serve as the lead State agency for a certain program; requiring the Secretary of 16 

Housing and Community Development to report to the General Assembly on or 17 

before a certain date; specifying authorized spending purposes for any funds 18 

appropriated for programs under this Act; authorizing the Secretary to adopt 19 

regulations under certain circumstances; defining certain terms; and generally 20 

relating to the Ending Youth Homelessness Grant Program. 21

Preamble 5 

 

 WHEREAS, Every night, thousands of homeless youth in Maryland go to sleep 6 

without the safety, stability, and support of a family or home; and 7 

 

 WHEREAS, This population is exposed to an increased level of violence, human 8 

trafficking, and exploitation resulting in a higher incidence of mental health problems, 9 

substance abuse, illness, and death; and 10 

 

 WHEREAS, Racial minority youth and lesbian, gay, bisexual, and transgender youth 11 

are overrepresented among unaccompanied homeless youth and young adults; and 12 

 

 WHEREAS, The prevention and reduction of youth and young adult homelessness, 13 

protection of unaccompanied homeless youth, and reduction of disparities based on race, 14 

sexual orientation, and gender is of key concern to the State; and 15 

 

 WHEREAS, The intent of the legislature is to further enhance the State’s efforts to 16 

encourage family reconciliation or permanent housing and support through foster care 17 

when family reconciliation is not a viable alternative; and 18 

 

 WHEREAS, Providing appropriate, relevant, and readily accessible housing and 19 

services is critical for addressing one–time, episodic, or longer–term homelessness among 20 

youth and young adults, and ensuring that youth and young adults remain safe, housed, 21 

and connected to family; and 22 

 

 WHEREAS, It is the goal of the General Assembly that every homeless youth and 23 

young adult in our State will have the opportunity to engage in education or employment 24 

training and be able to access employment; and 25 

 

 WHEREAS, With both education and employment support and opportunities, young 26 

adults will have the skills they need to become self–sufficient and independent; and 27 

 

 WHEREAS, Successfully addressing youth and young adult homelessness ensures 28 

that homeless youth and young adults in our State have the support they need to thrive 29 

and avoid involvement in the justice system, human trafficking, long–term, avoidable use 30 

of public benefits, and extended youth homelessness; now, therefore, 31

RESIDENCE. 15 

 

  (2) “UNACCOMPANIED HOMELESS YOUTH” INCLUDES AN INDIVIDUAL 16 

24 YEARS OF AGE OR YOUNGER WHO: 17 

 

   (I) LIVES IN A SUPERVISED PUBLICLY OR PRIVATELY 18 

OPERATED SHELTER DESIGNATED TO PROVIDE TEMPORARY LIVING 19 

ARRANGEMENTS; 20 

 

   (II) LIVES IN A MOTEL, HOTEL, OR CAMPGROUND DUE TO LACK 21 

OF ALTERNATIVE ADEQUATE ACCOMMODATIONS; 22 

 

   (III) SHARES THE HOUSING OF OTHER INDIVIDUALS DUE TO LOSS 23 

OF HOUSING, ECONOMIC HARDSHIP, OR SIMILAR REASON; 24 

 

   (IV) LIVES IN A TRANSITIONAL HOUSING PROGRAM OR OTHER 25 

TIME–LIMITED HOUSING; OR 26

   (II) AN INDIVIDUAL 24 YEARS OF AGE OR YOUNGER WHO HAS 9 

PREVIOUSLY EXPERIENCED HOMELESSNESS; 10 

 

   (III) AN INDIVIDUAL 24 YEARS OF AGE OR YOUNGER WHOSE 11 

PRIMARY CAREGIVERS ARE CURRENTLY HOMELESS OR HAVE PREVIOUSLY BEEN 12 

HOMELESS; AND 13 

 

   (IV) AN INDIVIDUAL 24 YEARS OF AGE OR YOUNGER WHO 14 

EXPERIENCES SERIOUS OR SUSTAINED CONFLICT WITH THE INDIVIDUAL’S 15 

CAREGIVERS THAT IS LIKELY TO RESULT IN FAMILY SEPARATION. 16
