A BILL ENTITLED
AN ACT concerning

Maryland Medical Assistance Program — Specialty Care — Prohibition on
Authorization

FOR the purpose of requiring, on or before a certain date, the Department of Health and
Mental Hygiene to adopt regulations that require the Department to determine the
date on which the eligibility of a Maryland Medical Assistance Program recipient
ends, require the Department to include certain information on an authorization for
special care, and prohibit the Department from authorizing specialty care beyond a
certain date; and generally relating to the Maryland Medical Assistance Program
and the authorization of specialty care.

SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That on or before December 1, 2016, the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene shall
adopt regulations that:

(1) require the Department to determine the date on which the eligibility
of a Maryland Medical Assistance Program recipient ends;

(2)  require the Department to include on an authorization for specialty
care the date on which the eligibility of a Program recipient ends; and

(3) prohibit the Department from authorizing Maryland Medical
Assistance Program specialty care beyond the date on which the eligibility of a Program
recipient ends.

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect June
1, 2016.
