 (a) In this section, “Fund” means the National Capital Strategic Economic 14 

Development Fund. 15 

 
 (b) There is a National Capital Strategic Economic Development Fund. 16 

 

 (c) The purpose of the Fund is to provide [grants to assist in predevelopment 17 

activities for commercial and residential development, including site acquisition, land 18 

assembly, architecture and engineering, and site development for revitalization in 19 

designated areas of the State] FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE UNDER THE PROGRAM. 20 

 
 (d) The Department shall administer the Fund. 21 

 

 (e) (1) The Fund is a special, nonlapsing fund that is not subject to § 7–302 of 22 

the State Finance and Procurement Article. 23 

 

  (2) The State Treasurer shall hold the Fund separately, and the 24 

Comptroller shall account for the Fund. 25 

 

 (f) The Fund consists of: 26 

 

  (1) money appropriated in the State budget to the Fund; 27 

 

  (2) interest earnings of the Fund; and 28 
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  (3) any other money from any other source accepted for the benefit of the 1 

Fund. 2 

 

 (g) [(1) (i)] The Fund may be used only [to provide grants to government 3 

agencies and nonprofit community development organizations for commercial or residential 4 

development projects for site acquisition, land assembly, architecture and engineering, and 5 

site development for revitalization in an area designated as a Sustainable Community. 6 

 

   (ii) Commercial and residential development projects include: 7 

 

    1. renovation and rehabilitation of single family homes; 8 

 

    2. acquisition and rehabilitation of vacant homes for resale 9 

to new homebuyers; 10 

 

    3. improvements to business properties; 11 

 

    4. enhancement of community open space or public 12 

infrastructure; and 13 

 

    5. workforce and employment development programs. 14 

 

  (2) (i) For fiscal year 2019 and each fiscal year thereafter, to be eligible 15 

for a grant from the Fund, a government agency or nonprofit community development 16 

organization shall provide evidence of a matching fund that is equal to $1 for every $4 in 17 

State funding that the agency or organization is applying for from the Fund. 18 

 

   (ii) The matching fund required under subparagraph (i) of this 19 

paragraph may include: 20 

 

    1. money from the federal government, local government, or 21 

any other public or private source; 22 

 

    2. real property; 23 

 

    3. in–kind contributions; and 24 

 

    4. funds expended before the date the grant is awarded. 25 

 

  (3) The Department shall award grants from the Fund on a competitive 26 

basis] FOR PROVIDING FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE UNDER THE PROGRAM. 27 

 
 (h) (1) The State Treasurer shall invest the money of the Fund in the same 28 

manner as other State money may be invested. 29 

 

  (2) Any interest earnings of the Fund shall be credited to the Fund. 30 
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 (i) Expenditures from the Fund may be made only in accordance with the State 1 

budget. 2 

 

 (j) [If the Governor includes in the annual budget bill an appropriation to the 3 

Fund, the appropriation shall be allocated as follows: 4 

 

  (1) 85% for projects in those areas of the State located between Interstate 5 

Highway 495 and the District of Columbia; and 6 

 

  (2) 15% for projects throughout the State.]  7 

 

  (1) FOR FISCAL YEARS 2021 THROUGH 2025, THE GOVERNOR SHALL 8 

INCLUDE IN THE ANNUAL OPERATING BUDGET AN APPROPRIATION FOR THE FUND 9 

IN THE AMOUNT OF $200,000. 10 

 

  (2) FOR FISCAL YEARS 2021 THROUGH 2025, THE GOVERNOR SHALL 11 

INCLUDE IN THE CAPITAL BUDGET BILL AN APPROPRIATION FOR THE FUND IN THE 12 

AMOUNT OF $7,000,000. 13 

 

 SECTION 3. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 14 

October 1, 2019. 15
