 A LANDLORD THAT VIOLATES A PROVISION OF AN ADDENDUM TO A 16 

COMMERCIAL LEASE SHALL PAY LIQUIDATED DAMAGES OF $1,000 TO THE TENANT 17 

UNLESS A GREATER AMOUNT OF LIQUIDATED DAMAGES IS PROVIDED FOR UNDER 18 

THE TERMS OF THE LEASE AGREEMENT OR THE ADDENDUM.  19 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 20 

October 1, 2021. 21
