 SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND, 14 

That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 15

 (A) THIS SECTION APPLIES ONLY TO CORRECTIONAL FACILITIES IN 18 

BALTIMORE COUNTY. 19 

 

 (B) IF THE IMMIGRATION STATUS OF AN INMATE IN A LOCAL 20 

CORRECTIONAL FACILITY IS UNDOCUMENTED OR AN INMATE IS NOT OTHERWISE 21 

LAWFULLY AUTHORIZED TO BE PRESENT WITHIN THE COUNTRY, THE MANAGING 22 

OFFICIAL SHALL PROVIDE NOTICE AT LEAST 10 DAYS BEFORE THE RELEASE OF THE 23 
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INMATE FROM THE FACILITY TO THE UNITED STATES DEPARTMENT OF HOMELAND 1 

SECURITY THAT THE INMATE WILL BE RELEASED FROM CUSTODY. 2 

 

 SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect 3 

October 1, 2016. 4
