(A) IN ANY CASE IN WHICH THE COURT DETERMINES CHILD SUPPORT
UNDER TITLE 12 OF THIS ARTICLE, THE COURT SHALL ALSO CONSIDER
CUSTODY AND VISITATION OF THE CHILD.

(B) IN ANY CASE IN WHICH THE CHILD SUPPORT ENFORCEMENT
