Legislative Branch of State Government – Sexual Discrimination and 2 

Harassment 3 
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FOR the purpose of authorizing any entity to file with the State Ethics Commission a 1 

written complaint alleging that a regulated lobbyist has sexually harassed a member 2 

of the General Assembly or a certain employee; authorizing any entity to file with 3 

the State Ethics Commission a written complaint alleging that a member of the 4 

General Assembly has sexually harassed a regulated lobbyist; altering the training 5 

course that the State Ethics Commission is required to provide for regulated 6 

lobbyists and prospective regulated lobbyists; prohibiting a certain State official from 7 

unlawfully harassing or discriminating against certain individuals; requiring the 8 

Joint Ethics Committee to provide a certain complaint and notice to the Human 9 

Resources Manager for the General Assembly of the Department of Legislative 10 

Services; subjecting the Human Resources Manager to certain confidentiality 11 

restrictions for certain information; authorizing requiring, except under certain 12 

circumstances, the Joint Committee to refer certain complaints to a certain outside 13 

and independent investigator; requiring the Joint Committee on Legislative Ethics 14 

to refer certain complaints to an a certain outside and independent investigator 15 

under certain circumstances; requiring the investigator to submit its findings and 16 

recommendations to the Joint Committee for certain further proceedings; 17 

authorizing the Joint Committee to dismiss a certain complaint under certain 18 

circumstances; requiring the investigator to investigate a complaint and make 19 

recommendations under certain circumstances; requiring the Committee to develop 20 

a certain code of conduct for the General Assembly requiring the Joint Committee to 21 

advise a certain person of certain findings and recommendations and provide a notice 22 

of the Joint Committee’s actions; providing that the Joint Committee may remove a 23 

certain investigator only for good cause; authorizing the Joint Committee to direct a 24 

certain investigator to delay an investigation under certain circumstances; 25 

prohibiting a regulated lobbyist from sexually harassing unlawfully harassing or 26 

discriminating against certain individuals while engaged in lobbying; requiring the 27 

Legislative Policy Committee to review and update a certain antiharassment policy 28 

at a certain frequency and in a certain manner; requiring the Legislative Policy 29 

Committee to direct the Human Resources Manager for the General Assembly to 30 

conduct a certain climate survey at a certain frequency; requiring the Human 31 

Resources Manager to analyze the results of a certain survey and issue a certain 32 

report to certain persons; requiring the Joint Committee to review certain complaints 33 

alleging violations of certain antiharassment policies; requiring the Office of the 34 

Executive Director in the Department of Legislative Services to maintain certain 35 

records regarding certain individuals who take sexual workplace harassment 36 

prevention training; requiring the Office to maintain the records for at least a certain 37 

period of time and publish certain records on a certain website; prohibiting an officer 38 

or unit of State government from using any part of an appropriation to settle a certain 39 

claim of unlawful harassment or discrimination; requiring the Commission on Civil 40 

Rights to conduct a certain survey of members and employees of the General 41 

Assembly on or before certain dates; prohibiting the survey from requesting certain 42 

information or being conducted in a certain manner; requiring the Commission on 43 

Civil Rights to submit a certain report to the President of the Senate, the Speaker of 44 

the House of Delegates, and the Joint Committee on Legislative Ethics; authorizing 45 

a regulated lobbyist to report to the State Ethics Commission that a member of the 46 

General Assembly violated a certain antiharrassment policy and procedures; 47 
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requiring the State Ethics Commission to refer a certain report to the Joint 1 

Committee; requiring the State Ethics Commission to convene a certain workgroup 2 

to develop recommendations to implement certain provisions of this Act; requiring 3 

the workgroup to make recommendations on certain matters; requiring the State 4 

Ethics Commission to issue certain reports to the Workplace Harassment 5 

Commission on or before certain dates; requiring the Legislative Policy Committee 6 

to update a certain antiharassment policy, include a certain provision in the updated 7 

policy, and consider including certain recommendations in the updated policy on or 8 

before a certain date; prohibiting a current or former member of the Workplace 9 

Harassment Commission from serving as a certain investigator; making a technical 10 

change; providing for a delayed effective date for certain provisions of this Act; 11 

making a conforming change; making this Act an emergency measure; and generally 12 

relating to sexual discrimination and harassment in the Legislative Branch of State 13 

government.

 (a) (1) Any entity may file with the Ethics Commission a written complaint 23 

alleging: 24 

 

   (I) a violation of this title; 25 

 

   (II) THAT A REGULATED LOBBYIST HAS SEXUALLY HARASSED A 26 

MEMBER OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OR AN EMPLOYEE OF THE GENERAL 27 

ASSEMBLY OR THE DEPARTMENT OF LEGISLATIVE SERVICES; OR 28 

 

   (III) THAT A MEMBER OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY HAS 29 

SEXUALLY HARASSED A REGULATED LOBBYIST. 30 
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  (2) A complaint filed under this subsection shall be: 1 

 

   (i) signed; and 2 

 

   (ii) made under oath. 3 

 

 (b) The Ethics Commission on its own motion may issue a complaint alleging a 4 

violation of this title. 5 

 

 (c) The Ethics Commission shall promptly transmit a copy of the complaint to the 6 

respondent. 7

 (a) Except as provided in [subsection (b)] SUBSECTIONS (B) AND (C) of this 19 

section, any matter before the Joint Ethics Committee, including information relating to 20 

any complaint, proceeding, or record of the Joint Ethics Committee, shall remain 21 

confidential.

  (1) a disclosure or disclaimer of a conflict of interest form filed with the 25

   (i) the member involved in the matter; or 4 

 

   (ii) a three–fourths vote of the full membership of the Joint Ethics 5 

Committee, based on criteria established by rule; 6 

 

  (4) a rule or broadly applicable opinion issued by the Joint Ethics 7 

Committee; or 8 

 

  (5) any matter or record that is otherwise available for public access or 9 

inspection as specifically authorized under this subtitle. 10 

 

 (C) (1) THE JOINT ETHICS COMMITTEE SHALL PROVIDE A COPY OF A 11 

COMPLAINT ALLEGING A VIOLATION OF THE ANTIHARASSMENT POLICY AND 12 

PROCEDURES AND A NOTICE OF THE JOINT ETHICS COMMITTEE’S ACTION TO THE 13 

HUMAN RESOURCES MANAGER FOR THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE 14 

DEPARTMENT OF LEGISLATIVE SERVICES. 15 

 

  (2) FOR INFORMATION RECEIVED UNDER PARAGRAPH (1) OF THIS 16 

SUBSECTION, THE HUMAN RESOURCES MANAGER SHALL BE SUBJECT TO THE 17 

CONFIDENTIALITY RESTRICTIONS OF SUBSECTIONS (A) AND (B) OF THIS SECTION.  18

 (a) [After] EXCEPT AS PROVIDED IN § 5–518.1 OF THIS SUBTITLE, AFTER the 20 

filing or preparation of a complaint under § 5–516 of this subtitle, the Joint Ethics 21 

Committee shall review the complaint and proceed in accordance with § 5–519 of this 22 

subtitle unless, after examining the complaint and the issues raised by it, the Committee 23 

finds that further proceedings are not justified because: 24 

 

  (1) the complaint is frivolous; 25 

 

  (2) the complaint does not allege actions on the part of the accused 26 

legislator that provide reason to believe that a violation may have occurred; 27 

 

  (3) the matters alleged are not within the jurisdiction of the Joint Ethics 28 

Committee; 29 

 

  (4) the violations alleged were inadvertent, technical, or minor, or have 30 

been cured, and, after consideration of all of the circumstances then known, further 31 

proceedings would not serve the purposes of this subtitle; or 32 
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  (5) for other reasons, after consideration of all the circumstances, further 1 

proceedings would not serve the purposes of this subtitle. 2 

 

 (b) (1) If a finding is made under subsection (a) of this section, the Joint Ethics 3 

Committee shall: 4 

 

   (i) submit a report of its conclusions to the presiding officer or to the 5 

membership of the branch of the legislature of which the accused legislator is a member, 6 

and the proceedings shall be terminated; 7 

 

   (ii) provide advice or guidance to the accused legislator; or 8 

 

   (iii) provide the accused legislator with an opportunity to cure any 9 

minor violation of ethical standards. 10 

 

  (2) (i) Subject to § 5–517 of this subtitle, notice of the Joint Ethics 11 

Committee’s action shall be provided to the accused legislator and to any person who filed 12 

the complaint. 13 

 

   (ii) On request, the accused legislator may see the complaint and the 14 

report. 15 

 

 (c) If no finding is made under subsection (a) of this section, the Joint Ethics 16 

Committee shall prepare an allegation summary, based on its examination under 17 

subsection (a) of this section, setting forth the alleged facts and the issues then known that 18 

merit further proceedings. 19 

 

 (d) After review of a complaint, the Joint Ethics Committee shall provide a 20 

statement of its findings to the accused legislator. 21

 (B) THE JOINT ETHICS COMMITTEE SHALL REFER A COMPLAINT TO AN 4

MEMBER OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY HAS: 6 

 

  (1) (I) VIOLATED THE ANTIHARASSMENT POLICY AND 7 

PROCEDURES OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY; OR 8 

 

   (II) RETALIATED AGAINST AN INDIVIDUAL FOR REPORTING OR 9 

PARTICIPATING IN THE INVESTIGATION OF A VIOLATION OF THE ANTIHARASSMENT 10 

POLICY AND PROCEDURES OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY; AND 11 

 

  (2) (I) THE COMPLAINANT REQUESTS AN OUTSIDE AND 12

 (C) (1) IF THE INVESTIGATOR DOES NOT RECOMMEND DISMISSAL OF THE 22 

COMPLAINT AFTER COMPLETING THE EVALUATION, THE INVESTIGATOR SHALL 23

  (2) IF THE JOINT ETHICS COMMITTEE HAS REASONABLE GROUNDS 8 

TO BELIEVE THAT A COMPLAINT INVOLVES CRIMINAL CONDUCT BY THE 9

EMPLOYEES OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY RELATED TO DISCRIMINATION AND 5 

HARASSMENT ISSUES IN THE LEGISLATIVE BRANCH OF STATE GOVERNMENT AT 6 

LEAST EVERY 4 YEARS. 7 

 

 (C) THE HUMAN RESOURCES MANAGER FOR THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY 8 

SHALL ANALYZE THE RESULTS OF A SURVEY REQUIRED UNDER SUBSECTION (A)(9) 9 

OF THIS SECTION AND ISSUE A REPORT ON THE RESULTS OF THE SURVEY TO THE 10 

PRESIDENT, THE SPEAKER, AND THE JOINT COMMITTEE ON LEGISLATIVE ETHICS.  11
