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   (ii) For other Hearing Board members, $50 per meeting 1 

attended, not to exceed $1,200 in a fiscal year regardless of the number of meetings 2 

attended] THE AMOUNT SET BY THE HOWARD COUNTY COUNCIL; and 3 

 

  (2) The compensation of the Liquor Board members for the 4 

performance of their duties shall be: 5 

 

   (i) For the chairperson, $55 per meeting attended, not to exceed 6 

$1,300 in a fiscal year regardless of the number of meetings attended; and 7 

 

   (ii) For other Liquor Board members, $50 per meeting attended, 8 

not to exceed $1,200 in a fiscal year regardless of the number of meetings attended. 9
