SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND,
That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article — Transportation
8-663.

(A) IN THIS SECTION, “INITIAL PROJECT PLANNING PHASE” HAS THE
MEANING STATED IN § 8-610 OF THIS SUBTITLE.

(B) IF THE ADMINISTRATION PROPOSES AN EXPANSION OF AN EXPRESSWAY
TO ADD CAPACITY, THE DEPARTMENT, DURING THE INITIAL PROJECT PLANNING
PHASE, SHALL EVALUATE THE USE OF STATE RIGHTS-OF-WAY ADJACENT TO THE
EXPRESSWAY FOR RAIL TRANSIT OF ANY KIND, INCLUDING:

(1) SUBWAY;

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect June
1, 2022.
