FOR the purpose of stating the policy of the State regarding the refund of fees paid to
a unit; defining a certain term; and generally relating to the policy of the State
regarding the refund of fees.

SECTION 1. BE IT ENACTED BY THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF
MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows:

Article - State Government
1-102.

(A) (1) IN THIS SECTION, “UNIT” MEANS A DEPARTMENT, AGENCY,
BOARD, OFFICE, COMMISSION, OR OTHER BODY IN STATE GOVERNMENT THAT:

EXPLANATION: CAPITALS INDICATE MATTER ADDED TO EXISTING LAW.
[Brackets] indicate matter deleted from existing law.
Underlining indicates amendments to bill.
Steike-eut indicates matter stricken from the bill by amendment or deleted from the law by

amendment.
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(I) IS CREATED UNDER STATE LAW; AND

(II) IS AUTHORIZED TO CHARGE A PERSON A FEE FOR A
LICENSE, PERMIT, OR OTHER SERVICE.

(2) “UNIT” INCLUDES THE SHERIFF OF EACH COUNTY AND THE
SHERIFF’S DEPUTIES.

(B) IT IS THE POLICY OF THE STATE THAT A UNIT, TO THE EXTENT
PRACTICABLE, SHALL REFUND A FEE PAID BY A PERSON IF:

() THE PERSON PAID THE FEE IN ERROR+OR

SECTION 2. AND BE IT FURTHER ENACTED, That this Act shall take effect
October 1, 2013.
