Campaign Finance Reform Act of 2013 2 

 

FOR the purpose of altering certain definitions; authorizing the State Board of 3 

Elections to audit certain account books, records, and statements; requiring an 4 

individual to establish an authorized candidate campaign committee before 5 

filing a declaration of intent; prohibiting a political committee from receiving or 6 

disbursing money if there is a vacancy in certain offices of the committee; 7 

prohibiting a candidate from remaining a member of a slate or joining a slate 8 

providing that a candidate may join a slate or continue as a member of a slate 9 

only under certain circumstances; authorizing the establishment of legislative 10 

party caucus committees; providing that the State Board satisfies certain notice 11 

requirements by sending notices to certain addresses; authorizing a central 12 

committee of a political party or legislative party caucus committee to establish 13 

an administrative account; establishing requirements for the functioning of 14 

administrative accounts; altering the circumstances under which a campaign 15 

contribution receipt must be issued; altering certain limits on the aggregate 16 

amount of contributions a person may make in an election cycle; requiring that 17 

certain contribution limits and certain transfer limits be adjusted in a certain 18 

manner at certain times; providing that contributions by two or more business 19 

entities be considered as being made by one contributor under certain 20 

circumstances; providing that certain limits on transfers between campaign 21 

finance entities do not apply to certain campaign finance entities; establishing a 22 

limit on the amount of transfers a slate may make in an election cycle to the 23 
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authorized candidate campaign committees of its members; establishing a limit 1 

on the amount of transfers a legislative party caucus committee may make in an 2 

election cycle to the authorized candidate campaign committee of a candidate 3 

the legislative party caucus committee seeks to elect; requiring certain political 4 

action committees to include certain information on the face of a check 5 

transferring funds to another campaign finance entity; authorizing certain 6 

officials to deposit a contribution during a session of the General Assembly 7 

under certain circumstances; repealing a certain provision relating to 8 

expenditures made by a campaign finance entity located outside the State; 9 

requiring an out–of–state political committee to register and file reports with 10 

the State Board that include certain information at certain times and in a 11 

certain manner; altering certain requirements for contributions received from 12 

the sale of a raffle ticket, spin, or chance at a campaign fundraising event; 13 

prohibiting an authorized candidate campaign committee from reporting more 14 

than a certain amount of certain contributions in an election cycle on its 15 

campaign finance reports without providing certain information about each 16 

contribution; authorizing a political committee to report certain contributions 17 

collected in a certain manner on its campaign finance reports without providing 18 

certain information about each contribution under certain circumstances; 19 

repealing certain provisions relating to the filing of campaign finance reports or 20 

affidavits by authorized candidate campaign committees of candidates for 21 

election to the central committee of a political party; altering certain definitions 22 

in the law governing disclosure of independent expenditures and electioneering 23 

communications; requiring a person who makes a certain amount of 24 

independent expenditures or electioneering communications to register and file 25 

certain reports with the State Board within a certain time; requiring an 26 

independent expenditure or electioneering communication report to identify 27 

persons who made donations of a certain amount to the person making the 28 

independent expenditure or electioneering communication; requiring a person to 29 

file an amended independent expenditure or electioneering communication 30 

report under certain circumstances; authorizing the State Board to assess 31 

certain civil penalties for failure to file properly an independent expenditure or 32 

electioneering communication report; requiring a campaign finance entity to file 33 

a campaign finance report on a certain date immediately preceding a general 34 

election; providing that the authorized candidate campaign committee of a 35 

candidate for election to the central committee of a political party is required to 36 

file certain campaign finance reports and is not required to file any other 37 

campaign finance reports; requiring a political committee that makes only 38 

independent expenditures or electioneering communications to file campaign 39 

finance reports at certain times and subject to certain sanctions; requiring a 40 

campaign finance entity to file an amended campaign finance report under 41 

certain circumstances; providing for certain fees and other sanctions for late 42 

filing of an amended campaign finance report; altering certain fees for late filing 43 

of a campaign finance report; requiring that a late filing fee be paid by a 44 

campaign finance entity except under certain circumstances; authorizing the 45 

governing body of a county to establish a system of public campaign financing 46 

for elective offices in the executive or legislative branches of county government; 47 
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specifying certain requirements for a county system of public campaign 1 

financing; authorizing the State Board to assess a civil penalty for certain 2 

violations of campaign finance law; providing for the maximum amount of a civil 3 

penalty and requirements for issuing, paying, and contesting a civil penalty; 4 

authorizing a person who is assessed a civil penalty to elect to stand trial for the 5 

violation in District Court; requiring the State Prosecutor to assume 6 

responsibility for prosecuting a violation in District Court; providing for the 7 

procedures to be followed in the District Court; providing that a civil penalty is 8 

not a criminal conviction; altering certain definitions in the law governing 9 

disclosure of contributions by persons doing public business; altering certain 10 

requirements relating to certain statements of contributions by persons doing 11 

public business; transferring responsibility for waiving certain disclosure 12 

requirements applicable to persons doing public business from the Attorney 13 

General to the State Board; requiring a person doing public business to 14 

maintain certain records for a certain period of time; requiring a governmental 15 

entity to verify that require a person doing public business with the 16 

governmental entity to certify that the person has filed a certain statement of 17 

contributions before allowing the person to begin performance of a contract;; 18 

requiring a governmental entity to notify the State Board of persons doing 19 

public business with the governmental entity who are required to file a certain 20 

statement of contributions within a certain period of time; requiring a person 21 

doing public business to file an amended statement of contributions under 22 

certain circumstances; authorizing the State Board to impose certain fees for 23 

late filing of a statement of contributions by a person doing public business in a 24 

certain manner; authorizing the State Board to adopt regulations implementing 25 

the law governing disclosure of contributions by persons doing public business; 26 

extending the statute of limitations for a misdemeanor constituting a criminal 27 

offense under the State election laws; providing for the application of the 28 

extension of the statute of limitations under this Act; making technical and 29 

clarifying corrections; making conforming changes; defining certain terms; 30 

making the provisions of this Act severable; providing for a delayed effective 31 

date; and generally relating to campaign finance.  32

MARYLAND, That the Laws of Maryland read as follows: 18

 (o) (1) “Contribution” means the gift or transfer, or promise of gift or 21 

transfer, of money or other thing of value to a campaign finance entity to promote or 22 

assist in the promotion of the success or defeat of a candidate, political party, or 23 

question. 24 

 

  (2) “Contribution” includes: 25 

 

   (I) proceeds from the sale of tickets to a campaign fund–raising 26 

event; AND 27 

 

   (II) A DISBURSEMENT OR DEPOSIT OF MONEY OR A GIFT, A 28 

SUBSCRIPTION, A LOAN, AN ADVANCE, OR ANYTHING OF VALUE THAT IS MADE 29 

BY A PERSON IN COORDINATION WITH, OR AT THE REQUEST OR SUGGESTION OF, 30 

A CANDIDATE OR A CAMPAIGN FINANCE ENTITY OF A CANDIDATE. 31 

 

 (BB–1) “LEGISLATIVE PARTY CAUCUS COMMITTEE” MEANS A 32 

POLITICAL COMMITTEE THAT IS ESTABLISHED TO PROMOTE THE ELECTION OF 33 

CANDIDATES OF A SINGLE POLITICAL PARTY TO ONE OF THE TWO HOUSES OF 34 

THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY.  35 
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 (ff) “Political action committee” means a political committee that is not: 1 

 

  (1) a political party; 2 

 

  (2) a central committee; 3 

 

  (3) a slate; 4 

 

  (4) A LEGISLATIVE PARTY CAUCUS COMMITTEE;  5 

 

  [(4)] (5) a political committee organized and operated solely to 6 

support or oppose a single candidate; or 7 

 

  [(5)] (6) a political committee organized and operated solely to 8 

support or oppose a ballot issue. 9 

 

 (gg) “Political committee” means a combination of two or more individuals 10 

that [assists or attempts] HAS AS ITS MAJOR PURPOSE ASSISTING OR 11 

ATTEMPTING to assist in promoting the success or defeat of a candidate, political 12 

party, or question submitted to a vote at any election. 13 

 

2–102. 14 

 

 (a) The State Board shall manage and supervise elections in the State and 15 

ensure compliance with the requirements of this article and any applicable federal law 16 

by all persons involved in the elections process. 17 

 

 (b) In exercising its authority under this article and in order to ensure 18 

compliance with this article and with any requirements of federal law, the State Board 19 

shall: 20 

 

  (1) supervise the conduct of elections in the State; 21 

 

  (2) direct, support, monitor, and evaluate the activities of each local 22 

board; 23 

 

  (3) have a staff sufficient to perform its functions; 24 

 

  (4) adopt regulations to implement its powers and duties; 25 

 

  (5) receive, [and] OR in its discretion audit, campaign finance reports, 26 

ACCOUNT BOOKS AND RECORDS KEPT UNDER § 13–221 OF THIS ARTICLE, 27 

independent expenditure reports filed AND RECORDS KEPT under § 13–306 of this 28 

article, [and] electioneering communication reports filed AND RECORDS KEPT under 29 
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§ 13–307 of this article, AND STATEMENTS FILED AND RECORDS KEPT UNDER § 1 

14–105 OF THIS ARTICLE; 2 

 

  (6) appoint a State Administrator in accordance with § 2–103 of this 3 

subtitle; 4 

 

  (7) maximize the use of technology in election administration, 5 

including the development of a plan for a comprehensive computerized elections 6 

management system; 7 

 

  (8) canvass and certify the results of elections as prescribed by law; 8 

 

  (9) make available to the general public, in a timely and efficient 9 

manner, information on the electoral process, including a publication that includes the 10 

text of this article, relevant portions of the Maryland Constitution, and information 11 

gathered and maintained regarding elections; 12 

 

  (10) subject to § 2–106 of this subtitle and § 13–341 of this article, 13 

receive, maintain, and serve as a depository for elections documents, materials, 14 

records, statistics, reports, certificates, proclamations, and other information 15 

prescribed by law or regulation; 16 

 

  (11) prescribe all forms required under this article; and 17 

 

  (12) serve as the official designated office in accordance with the 18 

Uniformed and Overseas Citizens Absentee Voting Act for providing information 19 

regarding voter registration and absentee ballot procedures for absent uniformed 20 

services voters and overseas voters with respect to elections for federal office. 21 

 

 (c) The powers and duties assigned to the State Board under this article 22 

shall be exercised in accordance with an affirmative vote by a supermajority of the 23 

members of the State Board. 24 

 

13–202. 25 

 

 (a) Unless otherwise expressly authorized by law, all campaign finance 26 

activity for an election under this article shall be conducted through a campaign 27 

finance entity. 28 

 

 (b) An individual may not file a certificate of candidacy OR A DECLARATION 29 

OF INTENT UNDER § 5–703 OR § 5–703.1 OF THIS ARTICLE until the individual 30 

establishes, or causes to be established, an authorized [political] CANDIDATE 31 

CAMPAIGN committee. 32 

 

13–207. 33 
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 (a) This section applies to a political committee other than a political club. 1 

 

 (b) A political committee may not receive or disburse money or any other 2 

thing of value unless the political committee is established in accordance with the 3 

requirements of this section. 4 

 

 (c) To establish a political committee: 5 

 

  (1) a chairman and a treasurer shall be appointed on a form that the 6 

State Board prescribes and that is signed by the chairman and treasurer and includes: 7 

 

   (i) the residence addresses of the chairman and the treasurer; 8 

 

   (ii) if the chairman and treasurer affirmatively consent to 9 

receiving notice under this title only by electronic mail, the electronic mail address of 10 

the chairman and the treasurer; and 11 

 

   (iii) the information required by § 13–208 of this subtitle; and 12 

 

  (2) the form shall be filed with the [board where the political 13 

committee is required to file campaign finance reports] STATE BOARD. 14 

 

  (3) The chairman or treasurer of a political committee shall notify the 15 

State Board of a change in the residence address of the chairman or treasurer no later 16 

than 21 days before the day on which the political committee’s next campaign finance 17 

report is due under § 13–309 of this title. 18 

 

  (4) The chairman or treasurer of a political committee shall notify the 19 

State Board of a change in the electronic mail address of the chairman or treasurer by 20 

the date specified in paragraph (3) of this subsection if the chairman and treasurer of 21 

the political committee have affirmatively consented to receiving notice under this title 22 

only by electronic mail. 23 

 

 (d) (1) A chairman or treasurer of a political committee may resign by 24 

completing a resignation form that the State Board prescribes and filing the form with 25 

the [board where the political committee was established] STATE BOARD. 26 

 

  (2) If a vacancy occurs in the office of chairman or the office of 27 

treasurer, the political committee promptly shall appoint a new chairman or treasurer 28 

in accordance with this section. 29 

 

  (3) A POLITICAL COMMITTEE MAY NOT RECEIVE OR DISBURSE 30 

MONEY OR ANY OTHER THING OF VALUE IF THERE IS A VACANCY IN THE OFFICE 31 

OF CHAIRMAN OR THE OFFICE OF TREASURER.  32

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 (A) EACH POLITICAL PARTY MAY ESTABLISH ONE LEGISLATIVE PARTY 1 

CAUCUS COMMITTEE FOR EACH HOUSE OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY. 2 

 

 (B) THE STATE BOARD SHALL ADOPT REGULATIONS GOVERNING THE 3 

ESTABLISHMENT, STRUCTURE, AND OPERATION OF LEGISLATIVE PARTY 4

  (1) THE CANDIDATE HAS FILED A CERTIFICATE OF CANDIDACY; 22 

OR 23 

 

  (2) (I) THE CANDIDATE IS AN INCUMBENT OFFICEHOLDER; 24 

AND 25 

 

   (II) THE DEADLINE FOR FILING A CERTIFICATE OF 26 

CANDIDACY FOR THE OFFICE THE CANDIDATE HOLDS HAS NOT PASSED.  27

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 (a) The responsible officers of a campaign finance entity are jointly and 1 

severally responsible for: 2 

 

  (1) filing all campaign finance reports in full and accurate detail; and 3 

[for] 4 

 

  (2) EXCEPT AS OTHERWISE PROVIDED IN THIS TITLE, all other 5 

actions of the entity. 6 

 

 (b) Notice shall be provided to a campaign finance entity by serving the 7 

responsible officers. 8 

 

 (C) THE STATE BOARD SATISFIES ALL NOTICE REQUIREMENTS UNDER 9

 (A) EACH CENTRAL COMMITTEE OF A POLITICAL PARTY OR 14

  (1) DEFINE PERMISSIBLE NONELECTORAL DISBURSEMENTS 27 

FROM AN ADMINISTRATIVE ACCOUNT; AND 28 

 

  (2) REQUIRE DISCLOSURE OF: 29 

 

   (I) DONATIONS TO AN ADMINISTRATIVE ACCOUNT; AND  30 
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   (II) DISBURSEMENTS FROM AN ADMINISTRATIVE ACCOUNT.  1 

 

13–222. 2 

 

 (a) (1) By the next deadline for filing a campaign finance report after 3 

receiving a contribution specified in paragraph (2) of this subsection, a treasurer shall 4 

issue a campaign contribution receipt on the form that the State Board prescribes. 5 

 

  (2) A campaign contribution receipt shall be mailed or delivered to 6 

each person who[: 7 

 

   (i)] makes one or more contributions[, other than the purchase 8 

of tickets for a campaign event,] in the cumulative amount of $51 or more[; or 9 

 

   (ii) purchases one or more tickets for a campaign event: 10 

 

    1. at a cost of $51 or more per ticket; or 11 

 

    2. in the cumulative amount of $251 or more]. 12 

 

  (3) At the request of a contributor, a treasurer shall issue a campaign 13 

contribution receipt for any other contribution.

  (4) A campaign contribution receipt issued under this section is 15 

evidence of the contribution. 16 

 

 (b) The information from a campaign contribution receipt shall be included 17 

in the campaign finance report filed by the treasurer under this title. 18 

 

13–226. 19 

 

 (a) The limits on contributions in this section do not apply to: 20 

 

  (1) a contribution to a ballot issue committee; or 21 

 

  (2) those contributions defined as transfers. 22 

 

 (b) Subject to [subsection] SUBSECTIONS (c) AND (D) of this section, a 23 

person may not, either directly or indirectly, in an election cycle make aggregate 24 

contributions in excess of: 25 

 

  (1) [$4,000] $6,000 to any one campaign finance entity; or 26 

 

  (2) [$10,000] $24,000 to all campaign finance entities. 27 
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 (c) (1) Notwithstanding subsection (b) of this section, a central committee 1 

of a political party OR LEGISLATIVE PARTY CAUCUS COMMITTEE may make 2 

aggregate in–kind contributions TO A SINGLE CANDIDATE during an election cycle 3 

that are not in excess of: 4 

 

   (i) for a State central committee OR LEGISLATIVE PARTY 5 

CAUCUS COMMITTEE, $1 for every two registered voters in the State; and 6 

 

   (ii) for a local central committee, $1 for every two registered 7 

voters in the county. 8 

 

  (2) For the purposes of paragraph (1) of this subsection, the number of 9 

registered voters is determined, regardless of party affiliation, as of the first day of the 10 

election cycle. 11 

 

 (D) (1) BEGINNING WITH THE ELECTION CYCLE THAT BEGINS ON 12 

JANUARY 1, 2019, AND AT THE BEGINNING OF EACH ELECTION CYCLE 13 

THEREAFTER, THE CONTRIBUTION LIMITS UNDER SUBSECTION (B) OF THIS 14 

SECTION AND THE TRANSFER LIMITS UNDER § 13–227(C) OF THIS SUBTITLE 15 

SHALL BE ADJUSTED IN ACCORDANCE WITH THIS SUBSECTION.  16 

 

  (2) ON OR BEFORE THE DECEMBER 20 IMMEDIATELY PRECEDING 17 

THE END OF AN ELECTION CYCLE, THE STATE BOARD SHALL DETERMINE AND 18 

ANNOUNCE THE CONTRIBUTION LIMITS AND TRANSFER LIMITS EFFECTIVE FOR 19 

THE NEXT ELECTION CYCLE.  20 

 

  (3) SUBJECT TO PARAGRAPHS (5) AND (6) OF THIS SUBSECTION, 21 

THE CONTRIBUTION LIMIT IN SUBSECTION (B)(1) OF THIS SECTION AND THE 22 

TRANSFER LIMIT UNDER § 13–227(C)(1) OF THIS SUBTITLE SHALL BE 23 

INCREASED BY THE AMOUNT THAT EQUALS THE PRODUCT OF MULTIPLYING:  24 

 

   (I) THE CONTRIBUTION LIMIT OR TRANSFER LIMIT IN 25 

EFFECT FOR THE CURRENT ELECTION CYCLE; AND  26 

 

   (II) THE PERCENTAGE GROWTH IN THE CONSUMER PRICE 27 

INDEX AS DETERMINED BY THE STATE BOARD UNDER PARAGRAPH (4) OF THIS 28 

SUBSECTION.  29 

 

  (4) (I) IN THIS PARAGRAPH, “CONSUMER PRICE INDEX” 30 

MEANS THE INDEX FOR ALL URBAN CONSUMERS PUBLISHED MONTHLY BY THE 31 

BUREAU OF LABOR STATISTICS OF THE U.S. DEPARTMENT OF LABOR THAT IS 32 

A WEIGHTED THE U.S. CITY AVERAGE OF ALL ITEMS IN A BASKET OF CONSUMER 33 

GOODS AND SERVICES.  34 
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   (II) THE PERCENTAGE GROWTH IN THE CONSUMER PRICE 1 

INDEX SHALL BE DETERMINED BY COMPARING THE AVERAGE OF THE INDEX 2 

FOR THE CURRENT YEAR THROUGH NOVEMBER 30 AND THE PRECEDING 3 3 

YEARS TO THE AVERAGE OF THE INDEX FOR THE PRIOR 4 YEARS.  4 

 

  (5) THE AMOUNT RESULTING FROM THE CALCULATION UNDER 5 

PARAGRAPH (3) OF THIS SUBSECTION SHALL BE ROUNDED TO THE NEAREST 6 

MULTIPLE OF $500.  7 

 

  (6) IF THERE IS A DECLINE OR NO GROWTH IN THE CONSUMER 8 

PRICE INDEX, THE CONTRIBUTION LIMITS AND TRANSFER LIMITS FOR THE 9 

NEXT ELECTION CYCLE SHALL REMAIN UNCHANGED FROM THOSE IN EFFECT 10 

FOR THE CURRENT ELECTION CYCLE.  11
